
DVStation RSV Set up
Select the Service View from a TSP (or TSP hybrid) port menu in 
the DVStation-210/DVStation-Remote/DVStation-Mini and from the 
verb bar in the DVStation-IP3.

From the Service View, select the SVC layout by clicking on the

 button until SVC is highlighted.

Now select the service to stream from the DVStation. The service 
name you select will later be used to select the appropriate service 
on the remote PC/Mac.

 Click the RSV button.

From the pop-up dialog, enter the IP address of the destination 
PC/Mac to play out the streaming video (Figure 4).

Note: If the “Stream All TS” option is selected, the entire TS will 
be forwarded to the PC. This might require high network 
bandwidth.

Once the VLC player is installed and running, select File > Open 
Network Stream.

Enter the same network port you entered on the DVStation (see 
Figure 4). 

Note: If caching is selected while the network stream is being set 
up in Figure 5, then the display of the video stream will be 
smoother, especially if the network throughput is not stable.

Note: Firewalls between the DVStation and the remote PC might 
block video streams. Please check with your network administrator.

If the first service was selected for RSV from the DVStation, the 
VLC player will start playing automatically. Otherwise, select the 
appropriate video service from the Navigation menu.

Select the appropriate audio stream from the Audio menu.
